CODE OF ETHICS

Background: Since its founding more than 40 years ago, the American Subcontractors
Association, Inc. (ASA) has worked to improve the business environment in the
construction industry. ASA has discussed, educated on and promoted ethical industry
practices. This includes developing and marketing a “Professional Standards of Practice
for the Professional Subcontractor.” In 2002, Congress enacted the Sarbanes-Oxley Act,
which requires public companies to disclose whether or not they have adopted a code of
ethics and other disclosures regarding such code. Subsequently, some publicly-held
companies have required their own service providers and suppliers to disclose their own
codes of ethics, whether or not required by the Sarbanes-Oxley Act. Although A & B
Sheet Metal is a private company and is not required to adhere to this law, the Company
has adopted this code and integrated it with policies and procedures from the company
manual to comply with both the letter and spirit of the Sarbanes-Oxley Act.

Code of Ethics

Competition: A & B Sheet Metal, Inc. competes fairly for contracts, avoiding any practice
that might be construed to be in violation of the letter or spirit of the antitrust laws. The
Company (hereafter known as A & B Sheet Metal) avoids any activity that could be
construed as bid shopping or peddling. The Company does not knowingly violate any law
or regulation governing the competitive process. The Company philosophy involves the
preservation of freedom, the right to choose, and the promotion of the free enterprise
ethic.

Qualifications: A & B Sheet Metal, Inc. seeks to perform contracts only for Company
projects for which the Company has the technical competence and experience. The
Company does not accept contracts for which it is not qualified. The Company assigns
staff to projects in accordance with their qualifications and commensurate with the
demands of the services to be provided under the contract. This ethic helps accomplish
the objective of protecting the interests of the Company’s clients and insure to them a
continuation of the high quality and reliable service that has been promised to them.

Standards of Practice: A & B Sheet Metal, Inc. provides materials and services in a
manner consistent with the established and accepted standards of the construction
industry and with the laws and regulations that govern it. The Company performs its
contracts with competence, reasonable care and diligence. The Company establishes
prices that are commensurate with its services. It serves its customers with honesty and
integrity.

Conflicts of Interest: A & B Sheet Metal, Inc. endeavors to avoid conflicts of interest, both
corporate and individual. Where a corporate conflict exists, A & B Sheet Metal, Inc. will
disclose such conflict to its customer or prospective customer. A & B Sheet Metal, Inc.
regularly educates its staff regarding personal conflicts of interest and has established a
procedure for internal disclosure.




CODE OF ETHICS

Public Safety: A & B Sheet Metal, Inc. assures that the safety of its employees, the
employees of others on the job site, and the general public are protected during the
provision of its services. Our Employee/Company Policy Handbook covers, in depth,
company policy and procedures and precautions for the safety of its employees. A & B
Sheet Metal, Inc. is certified with and meets the requirements for SHARP (Safety and
Health Achievement Recognition Program), which is an OSHA Cooperative Program.

Service Providers and Suppliers: A & B Sheet Metal, Inc. treats its service providers and
suppliers in an equitable manner, assuring that they are provided clear direction and
prompt payment for service provided. The Company does not knowingly violate any law
or regulation governing such relationships.

Employees: A & B Sheet Metal, Inc. complies with the letter and spirit of laws relating to
working conditions, equal employment opportunities, and pay practices. The Company
does not knowingly violate any law or regulation dealing with employment.

Public Information: A & B Sheet Metal, Inc. assures that all public statements and
disclosures it makes are truthful.
